WINTER REGISTRATON NIGHT 

 
 The Farmington Athletics Department will hold the 2009-10 Winter Athletics Registration Night on 
Monday, October 26th at Farmington High School.  All Farmington School District Parents/Guardians and their 
sons and/or daughters, Grades 6-12, who are interested in participating in a Winter Athletics program offered by 
the Athletics Department are encouraged to attend.  The Registration Night will begin at 6:00pm for student-
athletes (Grades 6-8) interested in participating in the following Middle School athletic programs Boys’ 
Basketball, Girls’ Basketball, and Wrestling. Please note that during the Winter athletics season, 6th grade 
participation is limited to the sport of Wrestling.  At 7:00pm, the Registration Night will continue for students in 
grades 9-12.  All 7th and 8th graders interested in participating in Gymnastics, Boys’ Hockey, Girls’ Hockey, 
and Boys’ Swimming & Diving should attend the meeting at 7:00pm.  Please note that winter competition 
Dance Team will begin on Monday, October 19th so all interested Dance Team participants (Grades 7-12) 
should be completely registered by October 19th.  It is recommended that the 2009-2010 Farmington Athletics 
Registration Packet be completed prior to attending this event.  If you have already completed the registration 
packet for a Fall sport, you only need to pay the registration fee, complete a new emergency information form, 
and make sure your sports physical is updated. The 2009-2010 Farmington Athletics Registration Packet can be 
picked up at any of the following locations: Farmington High School, Boeckman Middle School, and Dodge 
Middle School.

Packet and meet with coaches to receive information on the upcoming athletics season. A reminder that all 
students interested in participating in the athletics programs must have a Sports Qualifying Physical 
Examination on file within three calendar years before any participation is allowed.
